INDIVIDUAL RESERVATION POLICY

Individual reservations can be secured with Visa, MasterCard, or Money Order. Personal checks are not
accepted. 24 Hour notice of cancellation must be given. Failure to provide notice will result in a charge

to your account.

Request for bed space can be honored without a reservation until 6:30 PM on the date of arrival.

GROUP RESERVATION POLICY

All reservation requests are tentative until confirmed with a deposit. For a secured reservation, 50% of the
total feeisrequired at least 30 days prior to arrival. The deposit can be made with Visa, MasterCard, check
or money order. The balance of account is due upon arrival.

Reservations must be cancelled in writing at least 30 days prior to scheduled arrival. Reservations
cancelled less than 30 days prior to the scheduled arrival receive no refund. Any major changes to group
size or to male/female count must be made at least 14 days prior to scheduled arrival to avoid penalty.
Small changes (less than 10% of group size) may be made up to 48 hours prior to arrival. Group will be
held responsible for the total numbers of beds reserved unless 48 hours notice is given of change in number

of beds needed.
